Candid Camera and the Social Influence Project

Video component: 40 points
Design and shoot a video of your own Candid Camera episode.  This scenario should reveal a particular psychological principle or theme.  You can do this project in pairs or small groups of up to 4 students.  You may work with students in any of the three AP Psychology classes.  These projects should both entertain and educate; the audience should laugh while it learns. Your final video should be uploaded to Youtube, and then e-mail the link to brent.belvin@dpsnc.net.
The video must provide a clear and adequate illustration of the forces of social psychology.  The best “episodes” should be edited to highlight the most effective examples;  anything longer than 10 minutes will probably not be effective.  Remember, be sure your video is focused on the principles of social psychology.  Comedy and entertainment value are just an added bonus.
Paper component: 40 points
Debrief your project.  You must identify the major topics from Myers that are illustrated by your project.  It should be approximately 2 pages.  The write-up should accurately apply all relevant terminology from the textbook and clearly demonstrate an understanding of those concepts.  Failure to include relevant terms will result in a deduction of points.  (one submitted per group – At the end of your paper, you must describe the role each member of the group played and how each person contributed to the final product.  Also, include some discussion of the obstacles your group encountered, if any).

Creativity, originality, and entertainment value: 20 points
Due Date: Thursday, May 24
*    I will preview each of them before they will be shown in class;  we will view all of those that survive the Belvin Screening Process.  I will also likely e-mail a sampling of the best videos to everyone in my Student E-mail List.
Please be mindful that the power of Candid Camera and the violation of social norms is in their use if innocent social situations.  It is not necessary or permissible to break any laws or violate individual privacy in the completion of this project.  Run your ideas by me before trying them.
Groups: You may choose your groups for this project.  Please submit your groups by May 15 for approval.  Each and every member of your group MUST be involved in the project.  At the end of your paper, you must report the role each member of the group played and how each contributed to the final product.
